This lecture will cover the history
of Holkham Hall and its

Kent and built between 1734 and
1764. 1t is the perfect English
house from the Golden Age of the
Grand Tour, surviving intact in its
original setting and with the
founding family still in
custodianship. The talk also
covers the founder of the family fortune Sir Edward Coke who was Elizabeth | Attorney




General and prosecutor of Walter Raleigh and the Gunpowder plotters. Part of the talk
covers how the house is managed in the 21st century and it's place in the Holkham
Estate.
